Seeding Committee and Meeting Date

The Seeding Committee for the Boys’ Volleyball Championships is made up of a seeding representative from each league and a non-interchangeable, non-talking, non-voting helper, two representatives from IAC and one representative from the Athletics Office.  NO OTHER COACHES WILL BE ALLOWED TO PARTICIPATE IN THE SEEDING PROCESS OR BE IN ATTENDANCE.  The Seeding Committee will determine the top 32 teams for the playoffs.   The Seeding Meeting will be held on Tuesday, May 5, 2009 at Hamilton High School’s Student Cafeteria beginning at 4:00pm.

Selection of Teams for the Boys’ Volleyball Championships

1. All coaches must submit to their League Seeding Representative the results of all matches.  This includes practice, league and any tournament results.

2. The coaches of each league must rank their teams in order of win/loss record.  In the event of ties within the league, the league tie-breaking criteria to determine placement will be as follows:

a) head to head competition; if still tied, then…

b) total games of match play, head to head competition; if still tied, then…

c) point differential in match play, head to head competition (total points scored divided by total points given up – the higher ratio receives the higher seed); if still tied, then…

d) coin flip
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3. Leagues with 4 or more teams are guaranteed one playoff spot.   Leagues with 2 or 3 teams are not guaranteed any playoff spots.  If your league champion goes to the small schools division, the remaining teams may be considered on an at-large basis.    All other teams in all leagues may be considered on an at-large basis. 

4. The Seeding Committee will determine the placement of the 32 teams.  After the first round, the winning team will advance to the City Division and the losing team will advance to the Invitational Division.  The Small Schools Division with be a 12 team draw.
5. Strength of league, practice matches, common opponents, and tournaments (only head to head competition) may be used as a consideration for seeding purposes.  Any CIF LA City Section Volleyball Coach who has hosted a tournament during the season is required to send results to the Athletics Office at the conclusion of the tournament.
6. The higher seeded team is designated as the HOME team throughout the playoffs.

7. For the first playoff round only, there will be no league match-ups.

Volleyballs

The Molten Super Touch will be used as the game ball for all rounds of the playoffs including the finals.  It is recommended that at least two game balls be available.  The HOME team must check with the visiting team to be sure two game balls are available.  
Playoffs

All games will be played at the site of the higher seeded teams designated as HOME TEAM on the playoff  bracket.   In all rounds, except Finals, the HOME TEAM will be responsible for officials’ fees, the stadium management and proper court preparations according to the 2008-09 National Federation Volleyball Rulebook.

If the Athletics Office is closed, please leave the scores on the voice mail.

Home School Responsibilities –Round 1 and Round 2
The HOME SCHOOL pays all game expenses.  Officials will be assigned through the Athletics Office and Volleyball Assigners.  Check the Orangebook for fees.  If you have not received the names of the officials prior to game day, please check the Arbiter, then call the assigner directly.

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Supervision 

1. Each school is responsible for the conduct of their players and spectators.
2. Each school involved in the playoffs must have an administrator at the game.  Please identify yourself to Management personnel. 
Cheerleaders

A maximum of 6 high school cheerleaders in uniform per school will be permitted free entry at the Finals.  They must come as a group with their sponsor.  Cheering can only be from the seats as walking space is limited.  The names of the 6 cheerleaders must be submitted on the form provided at the mandatory meeting.
Band

Any school band that has played regularly during the season for volleyball may participate in the Finals.  Bands will be limited to 8 musicians plus the Director, since space is extremely limited.  Also, no amplified instruments will be allowed.  It is emphasized that musical instruments are to be used for music, not as noisemakers.  Bands may only play during time-outs, between games or prior to the beginning of the contest.

Banners

One banner per school will be permitted at the Finals.  Only masking tape may be used and the banner/tape must be taken down by the school at the close of the event.  Schools may ONLY post the banner in area designated by the Volleyball Management Team and cannot be adhered to the walls.  All banners must be aligned with the principles of “Pursuing Victory with Honor.”

Officials and Linespersons for Finals

Officials will be assigned by the Volleyball Assigners.
Scorekeeping

Schools are allowed to have their own scorekeeper at the scorer’s table.  However, the official scorebook provided by the Management team is final.
Volleyball Finalists Meeting

There is a mandatory meeting of all finalists going to Roybal LC on Thursday, May 21, 2009 in the Roybal LC gymnasium beginning at 1:30pm.  Packets will be given out at that meeting.


Please remember:

1. Players, and coaches must use Participant Passes for entry to Finals.

2. No participant will be admitted without a pass.  Lost passes will not be replaced.

3. Players and coaches  must hold and present their pass at the door for entry.  

No one else will be admitted with a Participant Pass.

Locker Room and Practice Facilities

There are NO locker rooms or practice facilities available at Roybal LC.  Teams need to come dressed to participate.  Adequate warm up time will be allowed before each game.
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Towels/Ice Chests
Participating schools are required to bring their own towels and ice chests.  Water Coolers will not be permitted in the gymnasium.
Awards

A team plaque and 18 individual medals will be presented to the Champion and Runner-Up teams in each division.   A perpetual trophy is also presented to the Championship team in each of the divisions.  If you carry more than 18 players on your roster, the school is responsible for purchasing the additional medals.
