GENERAL INFORMATION

1. All rounds will take place at Birmingham High School on Saturday, May 9, 2009.

(Gym doors will open at 8:00am)

2. Teams will be entered into a 16 team SINGLE ELIMINATION bracket playing the best 2 out of 3 games.

Rally scoring games to 25 points with the deciding third game, if necessary to 15 points.  No scoring cap will be 
used in any of the games.  
3. Seeding will take place Tuesday, May 5, 2009 by the Seeding Committee. The seeding committee for volleyball will consist of one representative from each league and a non-interchangeable, non-talking, non-voting helper, two representatives from IAC and one representative from the Athletics Office.  No other coaches will be allowed to participate in the seeding process or be in attendance.
4. The top team in each league will be placed in the junior varsity playoffs, as per IAC Rule 2013.  Additional spots will be filled by at-large entries, to be determined by the Seeding Committee.  If there is a tie for first place the tie breaking criteria will be used to determine first place.   
5. The draw sheet will be emailed to Athletic Director and Assistant Principal on Wednesday, May 6, 2009 to all participating schools.
6. The higher seeded team will be designated the “home” school.  The home school is responsible for providing the official scorebook and scorer and official NFHS “white”  leather game balls.

7. National Federation Rules and Orangebook rules will be adhered to as written and in effect for all games. 

8. Coaches need to check in upon arrival with the Tournament Director.  Forfeit time will be 10 minutes after the announced scheduled game time.  (exception-any district bus transportation problem).  The Volleyball Coordinator and Tournament Director will determine this.  Allen Hunt from Venice HS is the JV Tournament Director.
9. All coaches are to attend either the 8:30am coaches meeting for teams playing the 9 am matches or the 10 am coaches meeting for teams playing the 10:30am matches.
