DIVISION ASSIGNMENT & SELECTION

Division Format
Schools have been designated Division I or Division II prior to the season, based on competitive ranking. Post-season tournament participation will be based on the final ranking and established seeding criteria. 
Playoff Format
Each division will have a four round, single elimination post-season tournament to determine a Division Champion.  The higher seeded team will be the home team for each round to include the championship game.  

· Division I will field 18 teams with the four lowest ranked teams to participate in play-in games to determine the 15th and 16th seeds.

· Division II will field a 16 team playoff
· Division III will field 16 team playoff
· Championship games will be played at a neutral site.

Playoff Seeding
Participating schools will be selected using cumulative scores from two rating systems as a tool for seeding:  An end-of-season Coach’s Poll and a Ratings Percentage Index (RPI).   Coaches are required to submit their post season coach’s poll to John Aguirre in the Athletics Office.  Email the coach’s poll to john.a.aguirre@lausd.net by Monday, May 10.  Coaches can only poll the division for which their team is competing. The Seeding Committee Members will be asked to evaluate the rankings and criteria to determine each seed.  A majority vote will determine each seed.  Other criteria used will be head to head results and higher league finish.
Automatic Playoff Berth

The total number of automatic berths from a league will be half the number of the total teams from that league assigned to a division.  The automatic berths will go to the highest league finishers (if a league has an odd number of teams in a division they will qualify the next lower number).  Refer to the Orange Book, Rule 810.  To qualify for an automatic seed from a mixed league, Division I teams must be a league champion and Division I teams follow in consecutive order above the lower division teams.

The seeding meeting will be held on Wednesday, May 12 - 10:00 AM.  Location: Athletics Office, 1545 Wilshire Blvd., Room 201, Los Angeles, CA 90017.  This meeting will be closed to coaches and the public, only media representatives with appropriate credentials will be allowed admission.  Criteria to be used for seeding include:  1. RPI & coaches poll 2. Head to head results will be provided to the seeding committee 3. Teams finishing with a higher league standing will be seeded higher for playoffs than a team finishing with a lower league standing.

UMPIRES AND OTHER EXPENSES

The home school is responsible for paying officials for the first three rounds at the rate listed in the Orange Book.  All necessary expenses for the first three rounds will be divided equally between the two participating schools.  The home school must obtain prior approval from the Athletics Office if they require school police.  No reimbursements will be provided for the first three rounds.  IAC will pay all expenses for the championship games.
GAME SITES
The play-in games and first three rounds of playoffs will be played at the home field site of the higher seeded team unless the field is a non-regulation facility and there is not mutual coach’s agreement.  Refer to Ground Rules.
TRANSPORTATION

Athletic Directors at LAUSD schools are to submit bus request each round to transportation branch by fax to request playoff buses.  Departure times are to be scheduled before 1:00 PM and after 4:30 PM.  Per district policy, coaches are to board the bus prior to all players.  At the conclusion of the game, teams are to board their buses without delay.  After game team meetings may only be scheduled once you have return to your campus.

TICKET SALES FOR SEMI-FINAL ROUND

If the Semi-Final Round is held at a site where admission can be charged, home schools are strongly encouraged to charge admission.  The recommended ticket price for the Semi Final Round is $5.00 for adults, $3.00 for students, free to children 4 years old and under.
PRE-GAME WARM-UP
Pre IAC Rule, warm up and stretching must be completed in the outfield nearest the team dugout and before infield practice is scheduled to begin.  Teams are to clear the outfield at the prescribed time for pregame infield practice.  The home team will take pre-game infield practice from 2:15 PM to 2:35 PM; the visiting team will take pre-game infield practice from 2:35 PM to 2:55 PM.  Start time is 3:00 PM.  It is required that the head coach attend the pre-game meeting.
ANNOUNCER
If you use an announcer for your playoff games, please make sure that the attached Sportsmanship Announcement is read prior to each game and that the sponsor’s script is read before, during and at the concussion of the game.
OFFICIAL BASEBALL

There is no official ball sponsor for the CIF Los Angeles City Section.  Both teams must supply the necessary balls to the umpires prior to the start of the game.  The baseballs used in the finals will be provided by the Athletics Office.

GROUND RULES
If ground rules are used at individual sites, the ground rules must remain consistent with what was used during the regular season.  Teams must have prior mutual coach’s agreement to play at a non-regulation facility (flat pitching area).  If mutual agreement does not occur, the home school will be required to secure an alternate site for playoff games that meets the NFHS regulation.  In the event a regulation site cannot be secured by the home team, the game will be moved to the opponent’s facility or a facility that meets the NFHS regulations.  All synthetic mounds must meet the NFHS regulations for installation.  Refer to rule 1, Section 2 in the NFHS Rule Book.
CONDUCT OF COACHES AND PLAYERS
As a representative of the finest baseball teams in the CIF Los Angeles City Section, appropriate behavior and good sportsmanship are the expectation of all participants throughout the playoffs without exception.  During the game, all NFHS and CIF rules and regulations will be enforced.  Players and coaches must remain in the dugout at all times, except for persons occupying the coach’s box and the on-deck batter.  Administration is encouraged to schedule a team meeting attended by all players and coaches, to discuss acceptable behaviors before, during and after the game in accordance with Rules and Regulations Governing Interscholastic Athletics; refer to rule 806 on page 86 of the Orange Book.

TEAM PROGRAM FOR THE FINALS
All teams advancing to the Quarter-Final Round are required to electronically submit a team picture, numerical roster and school logo to the Athletics Office.  Rosters should include players name, grade, and position, list of coaches, administration and athletic directors.  You may include other school representative names that you deem appropriate.  Email this information to: john.a.aguirre@lausd.net.  It is critical that all information be electronically received in the Athletics Office no later than Saturday, May 22.
