MANAGEMENT

The Football Championships are the direct responsibility of the CIF Los Angeles City Section.  The Event Director shall coordinate and facilitate the administration of the Football Championship.  The Event Director/Coordinator will over see game management and operations of this event.  He will be responsible for logistical and security aspects of the championship and will be available to assist participating schools.  All questions regarding game management and logistics should be directed to the Event Director, John Aguirre.  

CHAMPIONSHIP VENUE

Wiengart Stadium, on the campus of East Los Angeles College will be the site of the Division I & II Championship Football Games.  East Los Angeles College is located at 1301 Avenida Cesar Chavez, Monterey Park, CA 91754.  Weingart Stadium is west of Atlantic Blvd on Floral Drive.  East Los Angeles College is easily accessible to the 60 and the 710 freeways. 

HOME / VISITOR DETERMINATION

The higher seeded team will be the HOME TEAM (locker room under south side bleachers).  The VISITOR will be the lower seeded team (locker room will be in the pool stadium)
TEAM UNIFORM COLOR

The designated home team will wear their dark colored uniforms, and the designated visitor will were their white or light colored uniform.

OFFICIAL GAME BALL

Nike is the official game ball.  Each school will receive an additional ball for the championship game.
HOME & VISITORS PUBLIC ENTRANCE

Weingart Stadium (spectator gates open at 3:00 PM)

Tickets booths will be open the day of the game at 2:45 PM.  The ticket booths are located on the south side of the stadium.  One ticket booth is on the southwest corner on Avalanche Street, the other ticket booth is on the south east corner next to the parking structure and walkway.  Gates open at 3:00 PM.
HANDICAP ACCOMMODATIONS

Handicapped accommodations are available in the following sections of the stadium:  

Tunnel 4, 5, 6 and 7.

PASS GATE

The Pass Gate will be located adjacent to the southwest corner ticket booth.  CIF Los Angeles City Section Athletic Passes, CIF State Passes, Gold Life Passes, participant faculty passes, VIP passes and Media Passes with proper credentials will be allowed admission through the Pass Gate.

TEAMS AND SCHOOL SEATING AREA
Home Team – South Side of Stadium

Visitor Team – North Side of Stadium

BAND, DRILL AND CHEER BUS DROP OFF
All Cheer, Drill and Band buses will drop off and park in the North Stadium parking lot located on the corner of Floral Drive and Bleakwood Ave.  This lot is accessible from Bleakwood Ave. on the west end of the Stadium.  Buses will park in parking lot at the furthest north parking area next to Floral Drive.  All Cheer, Drill and Band members will enter the stadium through the access gate on the west end of the stadium on Avalanche Street.  At the end of the game these groups will return to their buses using the same gate.

VIP PARKING

VIP Parking passes will be used for workers, officials, press, participating school administrators and LAUSD dignitaries.  All VIP parking passes will be accepted in the general admission parking lot and structure.

SPECTATOR PARKING

The fee for parking at Weingart Stadium is set at $6.00 per vehicle.  General parking is located in the new parking structure located on Cesar Chavez Ave.  Additional parking is located at the west end of the stadium off Floral Drive and S. Bleakwood Ave.  ticket booths are located on the south side of the stadium next to the parking area.
ROOTER BUSES

All rooter buses will park on the North Stadium Parking Lot, located on the corner of Floral Drive, between Bleakwood Ave. and Avalanche Street.  All buses will park at the extreme north end of the parking lot, next to Floral Drive.

The ticket booths will open at 2:45 PM and admission gates will open at 3:00 PM.  Only the two ticket booths located on Avalanche Way, southwest and southeast corners of the stadium will be open for ticket sales.  There will be no pre-sale tickets for the Division I & II Championships.
VENDOR ENTRANCE GATE
All vendors will enter the concourse through the access gate at the west end of the stadium.  All vendors can park their on the south east side of the stadium concourse.  All vendors must have their vehicles parked no later than 2:00 PM.

TEAM BUS PARKING
Team Buses will unload the team at the tunnel entrance to the stadium located on Floral Drive at the east end of the stadium and will then park in the North Stadium Lot.   At the conclusion of the game, the team buses will load the players on Floral Drive next to the tunnel entrance driveway.

TEAM ENTRANCE

Coaches and support staff will be issued wrist bands on their arrival to the stadium at the tunnel entrance.  Athletic Directors must be present to verify  all coaches and support staff that is to have field access.  Student support personnel will not be issued a wrist band and will be allowed admittance only if wearing a team jersey (maximum of 4).  All Field Support personnel will be required to remain in the TEAM BOX AREA (25 to 25 yard line) during the playing of the game.  NO CHILCREN UNDER HIGH SCHOOL AGE WILL BE ALLOWED ON THE FIELD.  Once coaches and support staff have received their field passes, the team’s escorts will direct the teams to their respective locker rooms (Home Team – Stadium Locker Room, Visiting Team – Pool Locker Room).
FIELD CONDITIONS

The playing surface is Field Turf, and is designed for consistent playing conditions in dry and wet weather.  No color beverages, seeds, or food will be allowed on the field turf.  All players are to wear half inch (½) cleats only.
APPROPRIATE BEHAVIOR

As a representative of the finest football teams in the CIF Los Angeles City Section, appropriate behavior and good sportsmanship are the expectation of all participants throughout the game without exception.  During the game, players and coaches must remain in their assigned areas. The school administration is encouraged to schedule a team meeting to be attended by all players and coaches, to discuss acceptable behaviors before, during and after the game in accordance with Rules and Regulations governing Interscholastic Athletics.

Please communicate with your coaches, athletes, students, and community that this is a High School event and all rules that apply at school activities will be enforced.  Schools will be responsible for enforcement of school regulations.

ADMINISTRATOR PASSES

School site Principal, three (3) Assistant Principal, the Athletic Directors and Assistant Athletic Director will be issued Official All Access Passes and VIP parking.  Each school will receive a total of six (6) All Access Passes and VIP parking.  Instruct your Local District administrators to contact the Athletics Office to request additional All Access Passes and VIP parking passes for Superintendent and Directors who will attend the game.  Please make a courtesy call to your Board Member’s office to inquiry if they will be attending the game.  The Athletics Office will provide All Access passes and VIP parking to Board Members and Staff upon their request.
OTHER PASSES

Two (2) FIELD PASSES will be issued for student reporters from the school newspaper.

Three (3) PRESS BOX PASSES will be issued to the coaches in the booth and film crew.

One (1) FIELD PASS will be issued for the band director.  All other advisors of performing groups will be allowed on the field during the pre-game and halftime only.

Up to two (2) FIELD PASS will be issued for the Cheer Advisor(s).

Ten (10) Faculty Supervision Passes will be issued to each school.  Good for admission only for supervision assignment. This pass will not provide access to the field.

FIELD PASS POLICY
Upon arrival, all coaches and team support staff will be issued Field Pass wrist bands.  The Athletic Director will accompany the team to the entrance at which time they will provide a list of all coaches and support staff that are to have field access.  Coaches and support staff are required to wear their wrist band from the moment they enter until the moment they exit the stadium.  Field credentials are non-transferable.  Anyone on the field without a field pass will be removed to the stands (this includes coaches and team workers.)  Anyone who does not remain in the team box area will be escorted off the field.
· Student workers will not be issued a wrist band; they are required to wear a team jersey for field access.  Limited four (4) workers.

· Personal items for teams, No towels will be provided, Schools must bring their own towels for sideline or showers.
· Both teams will be provided a coaches spotting booth
· Weingart Stadium, coaches that work as spotters will need their press box passes for access.  There will be a spotter’s booth for each team.

· In house communication systems will not be available.  Schools must provide their own communication systems.
· Camera man will film from the outdoor perch in the press box.
· No food, seeds or soda are to be brought onto the field.
· All non football personnel with a field pass must remain outside the 2 yard restraining line. 
HOSPITALITY
The Interscholastic Athletic Committee invites their guest to take park in the hospitality tent at sometime during the game.  However, guests are asked to return to the stands for permanent seating and enjoyment of the game.  A hospitality coupon will be distributed to administrative staff of the participating schools, IAC members, and special guest.  This coupon will be redeemable for three tacos, rice, beans and a soft drink at the hospitality canopy that will be located below the east end scoreboard behind the end zone.  The field can be accessed from the bleachers on either side of the stadium by presenting your All Access Pass.  
SPECTATOR SUPERVISION
Each school is required to designate an administrator to contact the Command Post (CP) prior to the game.  Exchange of contact information will be necessary in the event of any disturbance.  The direct number to the phone in the command post is # 





.  School personnel are responsible for supervision in their seating area.  SPECTATORS WILL NOT BE ALLOWED ON THE FIELD AT ANY TIME.  All supervision is expected to:
Have a district/school walkie-talkie

Be at your assigned post 30 minutes before kickoff

Keep students in assigned area for your school

At no time will parents or students be allowed on the Field.

Report inappropriate behavior to school administrator.

Contact school police in the event of a disturbance.

· Please use appropriate radio communication when contacting CP

· Description of person – color wearing, ethnicity

· Location – Aisle, section, roll, seat

· Nature of call – medical, security, emergency

PRESS BOX ASSIGNMENT – Press box entrance is located at the top of the stadium on Aisle 8
· Visitor coach’s box – (far left press box)

· Announcer’s Booth (right on entrance to Press Box)

· Team Camera/Filming area (open area - right on entrance)

· Home coaches spotting booth (far right press box)

· Media – (last booth on West end)
· TV Booth – enclosed booth

· Supervision booth – one administrative representative required (East end of press box)
REQUIRED TEAM PICTURES AND ROSTERS

Team picture, team numerical roster with coaches and administrators included and a school logo should have been submitted at the second administrative meeting.  Sample roster is included in packet.

This must be submitted on a CD/DVD to be displayed on the stadium screen during the game.  To ensure the video is in good taste, it is asked that administrative approval be received before submitting the video.

ANNOUNCER
Home team for each game will provide the announcer.  There will be required reading of welcome message and sponsorship obligations.  Please refer to the announcer’s script and protocol.  Maximum of 3 people.

TEAM INTRODUCTIONS

20 minutes before kickoff teams will report to the east end of the stadium (tunnel side), near the goal post.  Each team will be introduced as a group starting with the visiting team and then the home team.  After the announcer completes the team introduction, the team will run to their sideline.  Cheerleaders will be allowed to form a chute for a team run through leading from the goal post toward the center of the field.  At the completion of the run through, the cheerleaders are to immediately run off the field.

MEDIA AND PHOTOGRAPHER

Photographers must submit request for field pass to the Athletics Office.  For request form, go to www.cif-la.org.  Media field passes will be for working media and photographers only.  Each school will be issued two field passes for their High School Newspaper personnel.

MEDIA INTERVIEWS

No accommodations have been made for pre-game interviews.  Media, coaches and players are asked to delay all post game interviews until the conclusion of the awards presentation.  Post-game interviews will be allowed on the field after the awards presentation.

· Cheer leaders will form a chute at the goal post starting at the goal line, for players to run through.  Team will run through the chute all together at the conclusion of the team introduction.

· Have team line team up on sideline for national anthem ten minutes before kickoff 

During game

· Only Administrators and Athletic director will be allowed outside the team box during the game.

· Monitor your sideline for unauthorized spectators and act when necessary.
Post game

· Assist teams after game by having all players and coaches align for the hand shake.

· Have coaches, players and media wait until after the awards presentations to conduct meetings and interviews.

· Immediately following the hand shake, players and coaches are to align on their hash mark to their side of the field for the award presentation.

· Once players and coaches are aligned on hash marks, Administrators, AD and Head Coach from each school will approach the center of the field to be introduced.

· Ensure teams leave area (team box) clean at end of game.

· Ensure teams leave field in a timely manner
