Football Playoff Seeding Procedure for Division I & II
The playoff seeding procedure has been changed to utilize a ranking formula and a set of established criteria to seed a sixteen team playoff in the sport of football.  This procedure will be implemented as the tools for the seeding for the 2011-12 football season.  The seeding committee will consist of two (2) representatives selected by coaches from each Region (Coastal, East and Valley), two (2) representatives selected by IAC, two (2) representatives selected by the Football Advisory Committee and one (1) Athletics Office representative.  No seeding committee member can be a current football coach at any level.  The higher seed team in any given game would continue to be designated as the Home Team.
Ranking tool and set criteria for PLAYOFF SEEDING.

· Max Preps Section Ranking with the addition of the identified criteria will be used to seed the playoff brackets.   In addition to the ranking tool, three (3) criteria will be used to finalize seeding in the event two teams are considered near equal.

· Head to Head

· Common Opponent

· Strength of Schedule based on Win / Loss record of all opponents

· Ties in league will be broken for league placement using the ranking tool criteria.
· Teams that remain tied will use the Max Preps Ranking to determine the league finish.
Additional Seeding and Playoff Information:
1. Home Field - Higher seeded team will be the Home Team in all rounds of the playoffs in both division I and division II.

2. Division I Seeding

Automatic Playoff Berth

· Division I – Leagues will have automatic berths equal to half the number of teams from that league in division I.  If this is an odd number, use the next lower even number to determine automatic berths.

· In mixed leagues, a division I team must be the first place team to qualify for an automatic berth, and the final standings must have division I teams in consecutive order of finish (1st, 2nd, etc...).  If a Division II team finishes first in a mixed league, that league will have no division I automatic berth.  If a division I team is first, and a division II team is second, only the first place division I team will receive an automatic berth.

· This will allow as many as 10 automatic berths or as few as 5 in Divisions I.  As many as 6 to 11 at-large berths.
3. Division II Seeding

· A true 1 – 16 seed will be used to determine the Division II playoff bracket.
· No automatic berths will be assigned in division II

· Justification:  No consistent way of measuring teams deserving of automatic berth with the differences in league make-up and inequity that some school play in mixed leagues against stronger opponents.

· Using a consistent determiner for division II automatic berths would allow teams automatic berths even though they may have a lower ranking than other teams.
4. Seeding Committee will consist of:
· Seeding committee members cannot be a current football coaches at any level or perform in a coaching capacity.

· Coaches from each Region (Coastal, East, and Valley) will select two (2) representatives for the football seeding committee for a total of six (6) coach’s representatives.  This selection will take place at the fall coaches meeting.

· The Football Advisory Committee will select two (2) representatives for the football seeding committee.
· IAC will select two members of IAC to serve on the football seeding committee.

· The Athletics Office will have one (1) representative on the football seeding committee.  The Athletics Office representative will make all arrangements to notify committee members, generate all materials, schedule the meeting on the prescribed date and facilitate the seeding meeting.  If there is an even number of coach’s and IAC committee representatives, the Athletics Office representative will vote to break ties.  If there are an odd number of coach’s and IAC representatives, the facilitator will not vote.

a. Seeding Committee Responsibility

· Using the selected ranking tool and criteria, the committee will seed division I and division II playoffs in a true 1 – 16 seeding order.

· Teams considered for the same seed will be compared using the ranking tools and criteria to determine the seed.
· All Non-League and League records and rankings will be obtained from the Max Preps web site the day of the seeding meeting.  It is important that all coaches maintain current information of the Max Preps web site.  Last game information must be posted by Friday, November 11 at the conclusion of your game.

· The seeding meeting will be held in closed session.  Distribution of the seeding brackets will be held immediately following the completion of each division bracket.
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
