CHAMPIONSHIP TOURNAMENT

The Los Angeles City Section will host separate Girls’ and Boys’ Wrestling Championship Tournaments.  Each tournament will be a one day, two sessions, and double elimination tournament.  The Girl’s Tournament will be an 8 seed tournament held Saturday, February 9, at Panorama High School.  The Girl’s Tournament will consist of the preliminary rounds beginning at 10:00 AM followed by the final rounds as time requirements allow.  The Boys’ tournament will be held Saturday, February 23 at Roybal LC.  The boys’ tournament will be a 16 seed tournament held in two sessions, preliminary rounds from 10:00 AM to 3:00 PM, Final Rounds from 6:00 PM – 9:00 PM.  The gym will be emptied after the preliminary session and reopen for the finals at 5:00 PM.
SEEDING
Boys’ Seeding
A school may be represented by only one wrestler in each weight class.  Christine Espresen will handle the computer bracket assignments.  Coaches are required to provide Joe Cottrell with rosters and pertinent information of all wrestlers prior to the pre-seeding meeting.  Qualifications for entrance to the City Championship Tournament are
a.) All wrestlers must compete in his/her allowable weight division as determined by their individual weight management program.
b.) Wrestlers cannot have surpassed the allowable forty (40) matches prior to the Regional Tournament.
c.) Wrestlers must have wrestled in the regional tournament and can only compete in the finals in the division they qualified for at the regional tournament.
The top 8 wrestlers at each Regional Tournament will qualify for the City Championship.  The higher seeded ninth place finisher from the regional tournament will be the alternate in the event a wrestler is unable to compete in the championship.  Wrestlers will be placed in 16 man bracket per weight division.  The seeding committee will seed to 17 to include an alternate.  Alternates must be in the weigh-in area by 8:00 AM to replace any no shows.  A coach’s seeding meeting will be held to allow coaches the opportunity to finalize the championship seeding based on criteria as set at the pre-season coaches meeting.

These criteria include:

a. Joe Cottrell Ranking, 

b. Head to head

c. Previous year city finish
d. Tournament finish/strength of tournament

e. Overall season record.  
The coach’s seeding meeting will be held at Monroe High School on Tuesday, February 21, beginning at 5:00 PM.  This seeding meeting will be managed by Tournament Directors Tom Jones and Mick Maxwell. A final bracket adjustment may be completed after weigh-in to accommodate necessary changes.  
Girls’ Seeding 
A Girl’s seeding meeting will be held to determine the top 8 seeds in each division. The seeding committee will be composed of head coaches and will use the following criteria for seeding the girls’ tournament:

a. Head to head

b. Previous year city finish
c. Tournament finish/strength of tournament

d. Overall season record.  
Exception:  Round Robin format will be used in classifications with limited numbers.
BOYS’ 
QUALIFYING TOURNAMENT

Regional tournaments will be coordinated by the host school.  A separate bulletin will be generated and distributed by the host school.  Gate receipts will be used to pay all expenses incurred.  Any residual expenses will be shared by all schools participating in the regional tournament.  Regional medals (1st – 4th) are an option if all coaches in the regional agree to share the additional expense.  Voluntary supervision and Athletic Directors from each school will be used for supervising the event.  The Regional Tournament will place to 9th place.  Coaches must submit a pre-weigh-in form at registration.  Wrestlers must show current school ID at weigh-in at the Regional Tournament.  Student without ID will be allowed to wrestle; follow up confirmation from the athletic director is required.  The only identification required at the City Championship will be a Pre Weigh-in form and coach’s verification.

CHAMPIONSHIP REGISTRATION & WEIGH-IN
Only competitors from each school will be allowed admission into the weigh-in area.  Athletes and coaches will report to the gym facility for registration beginning at 7:00 AM on Saturday, February 9 for the Girls and February 23 for the Boys.  At registration, coaches must present their pre-match weigh-in form.  All wrestlers must be listed on the official team eligibility roster submitted by the athletic director.  Weigh-in will begin two hours prior to the first scheduled match.  If you wish to use the practice scale, you must do so before 8:00 AM.  Gym Doors will be closed two hours before wrestling begins, (8:00 AM) and no admission or exit will be allowed until competitors have weighed in with their classification.  Late arrivals to the weigh-in will not be admitted.  Bus delays will not be an acceptable excuse.  NO SPECTATORS WILL BE ALLOWED IN THE GYM UNTIL DOORS ARE OPENED FOR GENERAL ADMISSION.
There will be two official scales and one challenge scale used at the weigh-in.  The head official and one designated official will conduct all weigh-ins.  Wrestlers will be weighed in by weight classification beginning with the lowest weight classification and end immediately upon the completion of the highest weight class.  Groom check will occur during the weigh-in.  Wrestlers will be allowed admission into the Main Gym following the completion of each classifications weigh-in. Coaches and wrestlers will be allowed admission into the main gym following the completion of each classification’s weigh-in.  
REQUIREMENTS AT WEIGH-IN

Compliance to NFHS Rule 4, Section 5 will be strictly enforced.  Weigh-in will begin promptly at 8:00 AM on Saturday, no one will be admitted or permitted to weigh-in after the doors to the weigh-in area have closed without the approval of the tournament director.  Any contestant failing to make weight during the weigh-in period shall be ineligible to compete.  An additional weigh-in is neither required nor allowed.  The contestant representing a school shall be named by weight class prior to the conclusion of the weigh-in and no substitution is allowed after the conclusion of the weigh-in per classification.  Once a weight class has completed weigh-in and the new classification has started, there will be no further weigh-in(s) for that weight class. All contestants (male and female) shall weigh in wearing a suitable undergarment that completely covers the buttocks and the groin area.  Female contestants must also wear a suitable undergarment that covers their breasts.  Any contestant who has been authorized to wear an artificial limb, shall weigh in with the artificial limb..
CHAMPIONSHIP OFFICIALS

Officials will represent all official’s associations serving the CIF Los Angeles City Section.  These officials will be approved by the Section Office.

MAT ASSIGNMENTS

A warm up and staging area will be set up and available to all contestants.  All wrestlers will be notified to report to the staging area via the public address system.  Once wrestlers report in with the meet director, they must remain in the staging area.  Coaches will be required to wait in the designated coach’s area and will be allowed to join their wrestler upon entry to the on mat area.  The CIF-Los Angeles City Section Championship Wrestling Director will determine the mat assignments for all matches in all weight classes.  Wrestlers will be assigned to the next available mat at the time of their match.  Coaches are asked to keep clear of the staging and scoring area and the meet director’s table.
COACHES PASSES

Athletic Directors are asked to submit the names of all qualified coaches (volunteer and paid) to the Athletics Office prior to the championship event.  Each team will be allowed a maximum of four passes for approved coaches and statistician.  All coaches who will be on the mats are required to wear a shirt with the school logo and CIF Championship Floor Access Badge.  The designated coach’s waiting area will be set up for coaches waiting for their wrestler’s next match.  Coaches are not to obstruct the staging and scoring areas during the meet.  Coaches who continue to obstruct the mat area, scoring area or staging area during competition will be restricted to the spectator bleachers and assessed one team point.   
TEAM TRANSPORTATION

LAUSD schools that have less than 12 participants will be required to partner with another school for district transportation to this event.  When practical, the use of private transportation is recommended.  Early arrive is essential, bus departure times must allow for arrive to the venue prior to 7:30 AM.  This is an all day event, when ordering buses, request for drop off and late pick up with another driver.
TICKETS

Tickets for each session will be available at the site of the championship on the day of the event.
ADMISSION PRICES – Spectators can purchase an individual admission for each session or have the option of an All Day admission on Saturday only.

CLEAR GYM - The Gym will be cleared of all spectators at the conclusion of the first session of the boy’s tournament. Coaches and championship competitors will be allowed admission for the finals at 5:00 PM (North side of gym entrance).  The gym will re-open at 5:15 p.m. (South side of gym entrance) to spectators for Championship matches which will begin at 6:00 p.m.

SCHOOL SUPERVISION REPRESENTATIVE

To provide adequate supervision at the Girl’s & Boy’s wrestling championship, the Athletic Director and/or Administrator or their representative must be available for supervision during the Girl’s & Boy’s wrestling championship tournament where their students are participating.  All Athletic Directors / AP will be assigned general supervision or at the scoring tables.  Contact Tom Jones, Monroe High School, (818) 830-4376 to confirm the session you wish to be assigned supervision.
ADMISSION PASSES
Only current year State CIF Passes, CIF Los Angeles City Section Passes and all Gold Life Passes will be honored for admission for all sessions.  Other section passes will not be honored for admission.
CHEERLEADERS

A maximum of five cheerleaders from each school will be allowed admission.  All cheerleaders must be in their complete cheer uniform and a list of names must be provided for admission.  A cheer advisor or their representative other than a wrestling coach or Athletic Director must be present for supervision of students during the entire event.
ANNOUNCER

The Athletics Office will provide the announcer for the City Championship.
MATCH PROTOCOL

Only two school representatives at the discretion of the Head Coach will be allowed mat side.  Coaches must remain within the area designated for coaches at mat side while their athlete is competing on the mat.  Refer to Rule 7, Section 5, Conduct of Coaches, Team Personnel and others in the 2011-12 NFHS Wrestling Rule Book.  Bench decorum will be strictly enforced during the duration of the meet (rule 7-5-2).  Please assist with ensuring all spectators and non competing wrestlers remain in the bleachers and do not block doorways or stand against the gym walls.  Spectators who act in an unsportsmanlike manner or become unruly are subject to removal from the gym.  Non competing wrestlers must remain in the bleachers until they are called to the staging area.  Coaches and non competing wrestlers that enter the mat area for the purpose of engaging or provoking an altercation will be ejected and removed from the tournament (IAC Rule 145 & 146).
GRIEVANCE COMMITTEE

In the event a coach believes the referee has misapplied a rule or disagrees with a judgment, the coach may approach the scorer’s table, request the match be stopped and discuss the matter with the referee directly in front of the scorer’s table (Refer to Rule 6 -6 – 6).  Any errors by the timekeeper, official scorer or referee must be corrected prior to the offended contestant leaving the mat area (Rule 6-6-5a.1).  Errors involving the computation of match score must be corrected prior to the next match in which either wrestler competes (rule 6-6-5a.2).  Errors involving the recording or computation of team scores must be corrected within 30 minutes of the conclusion of the tournament (Rule 6-6-5b1.  Any continued grievance will be directed to a grievance committee that will consist of the Athletics Office representative, John Aguirre, the Head Official or his appointee, and the Tournament Director, Tom Jones.  Decisions by the grievance committee are final.  The grievance committee will address all protest of any misapplication of Rules during the tournament.

STATISTICIANS

Schools are limited to one statistician who may be one of the two mat side representatives.  Statisticians are required to wear shirts with school logo.  Coaches that are not designated to assist are to remain in the coaches waiting area.  Statisticians must remain in the bleacher when no wrestlers are on the mat from their respective school.  Each school will provide two students/persons to work scoring tables during the wrestling championships.  All Coaches must provide the Tournament Director, Tom Jones, with the names of your volunteer workers.
TOWELS AND LOCKERS

NO TOWELS WILL BE PROVIDED AND NO LOCKERS WILL BE AVAILABLE.  Each school must provide towels for their wrestlers and supervise personal property during the meet.
TEE SHIRTS

Championship Wrestling Tee Shirts will be sold throughout the day for $15.00.  Hooded sweat shirts will be available for $25.00.  Each item will have the 2012 CIF Los Angeles City Section Wrestling Championship Logo.  Team pre-orders are accepted by contacting Robert Cortez at Team Outfitters at 323-585-3985.
CONCESSIONS

A concession stand will be provided during the preliminaries and championship rounds.
PARKING

Parking will be available in the student and staff parking lots of the school.  The parking lot can be accessed from 1st Street, west of Beaudry Avenue.
AWARDS
The Interscholastic Athletics Committee will present a team award to the Champion and the runner-up.  Individual awards will be awarded to the top four finishers in each weight classification.  There will be an Outstanding Wrestler Award presented to a lower weight and an upper weight wrestler as determined by the individuals scoring the most points.  Athletes are required to wear either their singlet or team warm up suit during the award presentation (no exceptions).
STATE WRESTLING TOURNAMENT INFORMATIONAL MEETING
Boys

All first place finishers in each weight classification will qualify for the California State Wrestling Championships, to be held at the Rabobank Arena in Bakersfield, California, on Friday, March 1, and Saturday, March 2.  There will be a mandatory meeting for all qualifying wrestlers and their respective coaches immediately following the conclusion of the Section Championship.  All State Championship requirements and arrangements will be discussed.  In the event a State qualifier will be unable to compete at the State Championship, the Section Representative, Tom Jones, must be notified before the conclusion of this meeting.  In the event the Section Champion is unable to compete the second place finisher from the same weight classification will be the alternate.   Third place finishers will not be given consideration as an alternate.  Coaches are responsible for making all lodging arrangements for their wrestlers.  A $60.00 meal stipend will be provided for each qualifying wrestler and their coach at the qualifiers meeting.   Reimbursement information will be provided at the qualifying meeting.
Girls
First place finishers in each classification will qualify for the California State Wrestling Championship.  There will be a mandatory meeting for all qualifying wrestlers and their respective coaches immediately following the conclusion of the Section Championship.  All State Championship requirements and arrangements will be discussed.  In the event a State qualifier will be unable to compete at the State Championship, the second place finisher will become the alternate.   Coaches are responsible for making all lodging & meal arrangements for themselves and their wrestlers.  A $30.00 meal stipend will be provided for each qualifying wrestler and their coach at the qualifiers meeting.   Reimbursement information for lodging will be provided at the qualifying meeting.
